This descriptive paragraph focuses on a picturesque garden that surrounds a cosy and comfortable villa. It would be of great interest to a gardener, a naturalist, or even an ordinary person who loves flowers.
 
(a) The words “I had come home” although written by the writer very much in the end, give the reader an amazing understanding about how the writer feels about the villa, -- he really feels as though he had lived there for years and has loved the house. Through the words “small and square”, especially "small", the writer expresses the cuteness of the house though it's not a huge one and "square” denotes the shape of the house. The writer also uses a striking phrase “pink-faced determination”, this personification conveys that the villa is so excited about the prospect of someone coming to stay there after a long period of time. It also underlines the feeling that though the villa is very old, but is still very interesting. The phrase “faded by the sun” gives a very precise picture of how the villa has been lying untouched for years, hasn’t been maintained properly at all, has lost almost all its shine and now can be called as ancient if not maintained, used, or neglected. This phrase is associated a little with the phrase “pink-faced determination” as this means it’s glad to be used after such a long time. This phrase is also related with the words “cracked and bubbled” -- because the villa hasn’t been used for a very long time, its shutters have become very weak. The words “waiting for arrival” are very important as they suggest the impatience of the house where once people  had lived before. The house has been waiting to be bright again. This also shows a good sense of personification. The writer has very successfully explained this to the reader.
 

(b) A riot of colours and the names of numerous flowers create images of quaint, picturesque beauty in the reader's mind. The word “wild” draws our attention to the fact that amidst all this splendour, the garden has been left to itself. Nature has been left to take its own course. A well-planned garden is in need of maintenance.   The writer has used a simile here and that is “smooth as saucers”. With this simile he compares how the petals of the roses are falling and so they look like saucers. Also the quotation “velvety innocent faces” and “violets drooped sorrowfully” are very much linked as the writer wants to say that because the garden has been undernourished, the innocent flowers are very sad as nobody is taking care of them from such a long time and if this goes on for long they soon will die. The writer really uses striking words to create an impact on the reader's mind. The writer also uses words like “sprawled luxuriously” along with “as though for a carnival” which shows a clear picture how the bougainvillaea is enjoying having its own way on the balcony of the house.
The writer has used extremely good imagery. He has also used many figures of speech like onomatopoeia,  'whisper' and 'murmur' of the insects to show that although the garden is bereft of a human touch, it has its daily visitors. Metaphor, personification and also similes have been used adroitly. A number of compound With simplicity and clarity, the writer has been totally successful to evoke a clear-cut picture in the reader’s mind about the villa and the garden.
