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The exact origin of carpet weaving has not been determined. Due to the absence of evidence it is difficult to point out where and when the rugs originated. The early floor covering used by the early man were made using the skin of the animal, grass and reed. The crude skin of animals and mats use to serve as insulators in highly cooling temperatures. And the other usage of these mats was made by hanging them around to keep away the insects, winds and snow. They were even used as saddle bags, seat cover, as floor coverings and for prayer.

There is an evidence of goats and sheep's being sheared at 6000 B.C. This is really uncertain to depict the name of the person behind the thought that the sheep fleece is constructive. The preliminary textile was weaved in Danish bog, invented from 1500 BC, while the oldest woolen textile rendezvous to the 5th cen. BC and was established in a Greek colony. But the country of origin of rugs and carpets has been cloaked in enigma.

Generally there is not as much divergence in a rug and a carpet. The term ‘carpet' was derived from Old Italian word ‘carpita', “carpire” means to pluck. Moreover the term carpet can even be defined as ‘a piece of thick, nappy fabric, commonly made of wool, used for various purposes, as for covering and ornamenting part of a bare floor, for hanging in a doorway as a portiere, for protecting a portion of carpet, for a wrap to protect the legs from cold, etc.'

The idiom ‘carpet' is often swapped with ‘rug'. The major diversity amongst a rug and a carpet is size. Carpets are floor coverings stretched wall-to-wall and cover the entire floor. The term ‘rug' literally means ‘a torn-off portion'. Nevertheless, the carpets are installed to cover the entire area and the rugs refer to a floor covering that covers an area of a room. The rugs can be used to highlight the floor, or they can be hung on the walls.

The discovery of ‘Pazyryk Rug' had a spectacular impact on the rugs history. As ‘Pazyryk Rug' is the oldest rug ever discovered in 1974 by Russian archeologist Sergei Rudenko. It was revealed in a Scythian interment heap rendezvoused from the 5h century B.C. This rug applied the Ghiordes (Turkish) knots and encompassed an average of 200 knots per square inch. Indian woolen carpets are identified from early 500 B.C.

India is one of the largest producers of rugs and carpets. The rugs from India are known for their beauty and durability. The rugs from India can be traced back in 3rd century B.C . Indian rugs are influenced by Persian art of carpeting. The Persian art of carpet making was adopted by Indian weavers and merged with Indian style. The manufacture of rugs and carpets in India started during the reign of Mughal. Indian rugs basically originated in 16th century.

Now, the Indian industry is shimmering with its paramount magnificence from the states of Andhra Pradesh, Kashmir, Rajasthan, Punjab, Uttar Pradesh, and Himachal Pradesh. The origin of rugs and carpets hold their own past in different countries.

While examining the rugs and carpets people get concerned, as there is no such criterion that fits to carpets. The carpets can be examined according to loom (horizontal or vertical), the kind of knots, and the nature of the material employed. The loom is a wooden framed machine that is used to produce a carpet, a textile machine used for weaving yarn into a textile.

The looms can be classified as horizontal or vertical. This is confirming that the use of looms is from 4400 BC. Initial looms were from 5th millennium BC which had bars or beams frame that clutches numeral parallel threads of two sporadic sets. A cross thread was sprint between the two sets. The looms can be classified as horizontal or vertical. The village type, city type, and the roller beam type are three forms of vertical looms. The vertical looms are set majorly for commercial purpose. Such looms are installed in villages and in cities to manufacture the rugs and carpets. The looms used in cities are much complex than that of village looms.

The horizontal loom is the simplest loom as it is set on ground, and was used by the nomads. Basically both the looms work on the similar basis of warp and weft. There are basic two types of knots that are involved in weaving-symmetrical and asymmetrical. The major difference between the can be described as:

Symmetric knot: Fiber is draped over the two adjoining warp yarns. And then fiber ends are dragged together from the warp yarns by making a cut.

Fiber is draped over one warp yarns, and passed beneath the adjacent warp yarn. Fiber ends are dragged individually from the warp yarns.
Asymmetric knot:
Fiber is draped over one warp yarns, and passed beneath the adjacent warp yarn. Fiber ends are dragged individually from the warp yarns.

The flat weave is weaving without the knots. Other than hand knotting the other methods involved in manufacture of a carpet are braiding, hooking, shearing and tufting, the most common of these are braiding and hand knotting. The very important of all is the fiber that is being used to weave a rug or a carpet. The variety of fiber that is used in weaving is wool, silk, jute, cotton, and synthetic fiber.

The quality of fiber that is being encompassed in the floor covering is utmost important. A blend of fiber is even used such as wool silk, and there are various types of wools that are renowned like New Zealand wool. The manufacturing of rugs and carpets is done by several companies, but not all of them serve with quality.
