SANDISK SANSA CLIP 2GB BLACK MP3 PLAYER WITH RADIO FEATURE
SanDisk: SanDisk Corporation is an American multinational company worth USD 6.5 billion which designs and markets flash memory card products. Within a period of just 20 years, it has emerged as one of the leaders in providing data storage solutions. The various products that SanDisk manufacture are a) Flash Drives for external storage b) memory cards c) Wi-Fi cards, and d) Audio and Video players.

In this review, we will be discussing about the various design aspects, pros, cons of a particular audio player- The SanDisk Sansa Clip 2GB with radio feature. We will be discussing the Sansa Clip as a whole and also about what has been changed with respect to its predecessors. We have also provided a verdict that will, we believe, help the reader come to a conclusion on as to whether the product is worth buying.

Due to SanDisk's heavy involvement in the Flash memory market, the audio MP3 player comes a very reasonable price, making it one of the cheapest portable MP3 players available. Now, is that the only advantage? Definitely not. Among the various advantages that SanDisk Sansa Clip offers, a few of them worth mentioning are excellent audio quality, intuitive interface, convenient design, and most importantly a radio with reasonable reception.

SanDisk has managed to keep the man menu of the Sansa Clip simple: Music, Settings (for both the equaliser and backlight), FM radio and Voice. It is possible to drag and drop tracks and albums on to the Clip's flash hard drive as well as to synchronise it with Windows Media Player. One other advantage of using the SanDisk Sansa Clip is that it remembers what you were listening to and lets you resume it from the start of that track or replay the whole album.

Comparison with competitors:
We, believe that the SanDisk Sansa Clip is anytime better than its competitors Creative Zen and Apple's Shuffle in almost every aspect like sound quality, radio feature, and cost.

Sansa Clip might not be the best looking music player available, but is definitely one among the best valued music players ever made. Ever wondered how amazing it would be to listen to your favourite music track while jogging or working out? With Sansa Clip, it is possible. SanDisk has come with a new addition, a removable clip-an improved version of what is available with Apple's Shuffle.

Clip also does have a sizeable screen on board. There is obviously no need for a comparison with Shuffle, because it has no screen at all. Zen Stone Plus does have a screen but it's not a patch on the Clip's 1 inch screen which is larger, brighter, clearer and more colourful. You can also use it to browse the music on the player while you're listening too. Apart from that, the Zen Stone Plus has the irritating habit of playing any track automatically as you browse to it, making the screen pretty useless.

The Clip packs other features in just as tightly as the Plus: there's an FM tuner , which you can record from. The battery will last five-and-a-half hours longer than the Zen Stone Plus .The Clip's d-pad is easier to use than the Shuffle's and less fiddly than that of Zen Stone. You can even build playlists on the fly with Sansa Clip. Just press and hold the button at the centre of the thumb-friendly d-pad and the track is added to your playlist, as simple as that. Considering the fact that the expensive players completely miss this feature out, it's an impressive inclusion.
Accessories:
The Clip comes with the basic 4" standard USB plug and ear buds. Not many aftermarket accessories are required for the Sansa Clip, but because of its small size, a key chain attachment or an armband would have been nice. The removable clip on the player, does work really well for active use though.
Design:
The exterior of the music player is made completely with plastic. The main housing is glossy and scratch-resistant with a slight metallic finish. The face of the player comes with the same finish beneath a plastic overlay which is scratch-resistant; the plastic overlay covers the screen and the signature blue glowing ring.

The whole construction of the player is predictably light and toy-like, but button tolerances are tight, the power switch rattles a little though. Even though the player may feel "cheap", it is quite durable.

There is, however, a slight problem with regard to the placement of the headphone jack, the right angle headphone plugs prove to be a hindrance by getting in the way of the volume controls on the right end of the player. This is even more when a heavier duty plug is used, lack of proper engineering one might call it. Switching the positions of the USB port and the headphone jack, or placing the headphone jack at the bottom of the player, would have solved the problem, or at least have provided a better option.
Screen:
The bright 2-colour 4-line OLED screen performs well in almost any lighting condition but becomes unreadable in direct sunlight, just like any other non-trans reflective display will. The screen brightness is adjustable. Unfortunately, you cannot dim the signature blue wheel light.
Transferring Media:
The Clip is a Media Transfer Protocol (MTP) based device and it states clearly in all the packaging and literature that it is compatible only with Windows XP Service Pack 2 and above. However, it is also MTP/MSC OS operable, meaning that if the MTP protocol is not present when used with Linux or Mac based systems, it will automatically work in MSC mode, one among the many advantages of the SanDisk Sansa Clip.
User Interface:
The user interface is common to most of the SanDisk Sansa family .The interface is just too easy to use. Although in the beginning, you might have a problem, there is slight learning curve to get over. There is no acceleration on scroll option; which implies that if you have a long list of songs, you might find it difficult to scroll though. Compared to the Sansa Express, the larger buttons are much easier and convenient to use, and have a better click to them.
FM Radio & Recording:
The FM reception quality is unbelievably awesome. Apart from that, it offers Radio Recording features as well. Recordings are straightforward and records in WAV format.
Voice Recording:
It works just like any other recording, i.e., WAV format. When recording, the Sansa Clip can also be paused. Like most players the tactile buttons are audible, and micro phonic sounds will be picked just by normal handling of the device.
Sleep Timer:
Sleep timing intervals can be set at 10, 20, 30, 45, 60, 90, and 120 minutes. This is a feature included for those who listen to music just so that they can sleep.
Browsing:
The SanDisk Sansa Clip uses ID3 tag browsing just like like its Sansa brothers. But for those who prefer to organize their music themselves, this might not be how they want the browsing option to be like. In the next firmware update of the product, an addition of file folder browsing would be nice to have.
EQ-Equalizer:
The Equalizer is responsive, but what it does is cut frequencies instead of boosting them. This is not a big deal unless you use more demanding headphones, i.e., the ones that may decrease some necessary volume. The player has a 5-band custom Equalizer as well as many presets.
Sound Quality:
According to press releases, the Clip is "one of the best sounding MP3 players in the market." We can vouch for the authenticity of that statement, as it is pretty accurate.
VERDICT
The SanDisk Sansa Clip+ is very inexpensive; it has a solid, pocket-friendly design with dedicated volume controls and a built-in belt-clip ; it's easy to use ; and it offers a plethora of handy features, including a MicroSD card slot, Rhapsody DNA. Despite being slightly weak on format support, it is feature-packed and feels even a little luxurious in other respects. The SanDisk Sansa Clip is a great little player that deserves to be as widely recognised as the shuffle or Zen Stone. It is miles better than its rivals, the Creative Zen Stone Plus and iPod Shuffle. Right from the clear onscreen display and easy to navigate menu, recording radio and external audio, the SanDisk Sansa Clip MP3 player is the best in its class. Highly recommended.
