                1.   INTRODUCTION
  
Terry Jones, an evangelical pastor of a fundamentalist Church - The Dove World Outreach Centre in Gainesville, Florida, which campaigns against what it calls 'radical Islam, in July announced to host an "International Burn a Quran Day" on the anniversary of the September 11, 2001, terror attack, a move that has been condemned by many Christians and Muslims.
The Dove World Outreach Centre in Gainesville, Florida, would host the event to remember 9/11 victims and take a stand against Islam, which it calls a "deceptive religion" and "of the devil".
In this event The Church intends to go ahead with a programme to burn copies of QURAN on the anniversary 9/11 amid worldwide outrage and appeals by US authorities to back down from such extremist action.
The church is promoting the event on its website and Facebook page and has invited Christians to burn the Muslim holy book at its premises from 6 pm to 9 pm.
The church also launched a YouTube video to disseminate the message.
Jones also said he has written a book titled "Islam is of the Devil", and that the church sells coffee mugs and shirts featuring the phrase.

Muslim and Christian

groups have, meanwhile, launched a protest against the event.

The National Association of Evangelicals (NAE) issued a statement urging the church to cancel the event, warning it could cause worldwide tension between the two religions.

US secretary of state Hillary Clinton called a Florida church’s threat to burn copies of the Muslim holy book to mark the ninth anniversary of the 9/11 attacks a “disrespectful, disgraceful act “. This came even as Washington appeared powerless to stop the church from burning hundreds of QURANS despite fears of global repercussions.
In Washington, a broad coalition of religious leaders from evangelical, Roman Catholic, Jewish and Muslim organizations called Jones’s plan a violation of American values.
There have already been protests in Kabul and in Indonesia against the plans. And Iran has warned it could unleash an uncontrolled Muslim response.
How so ever, the pastor has cancelled the plan FOR NOW.

                2. How it BEGAN 
Terry Jones has indeed enjoyed his fifteen minutes of fame in the land of the free and the home of the brave, where Islam is hot again in this election season. Problem is that like many television anchors on CNN, MSNBC and Fox -- he cannot even pronounce Imam correctly -- he says                                           "Iman." Problem also is that his knowledge of the Quran is negligible at best. 
Until a year ago, Terry Jones wasn’t a public figure in Gainesville, Florida, or anywhere else.
Then seven children who attend the Dove World Outreach Center, where

Jones is senior pastor, went to school wearing white T-shirts with red lettering saying “Islam Is Of   The Devil.” The Alachua County School District banned what it deemed” offensive” clothing, and the students’ parents sued. The publicity seemed to encourage the 58-year-old pastor, said Eddie Gilley, director of Baptist Collegiate Ministries in Gainesville.
“It’s like the little boy in the grocery store who throws a tantrum,” Gilley said in an interview. “He only does it again if you pay attention.”
Jones, who wrote a book titled “Islam Is Of   The Devil” and sells T-shirts and coffee mugs with the slogan on the church website, has made his case against the Muslim religion on YouTube, where he has posted more than 10 videos this year under the rubric “The Braveheart Show.” Titles include “Is Islam the Anti-Christ” and “Islam Will Take   Over If Christians Remain Silent.”
He began publicizing the Koran-burning event in July.

2.1   WHO IS PASTOR TERRY JONES ?
Jones runs Dove World Outreach with his wife Sylvia, according to the church website. The 20-acre campus, in northern Florida about 68 miles (109 kilometers) from Jacksonville, is worth more than $1.6 million and lost part of its tax-exempt status this year because part of it is used in for-profit businesses, the Gainesville Sun reported.
In his deposition, Jones said he and his wife sell “vintage designer furniture” through TS & Company, which is located on the church property. His eBay profile says TS is a Christian firm that uses its earnings to help the needy in Gainesville.

Jones said in the deposition that he also runs a ministerial training academy at the church and that four people are enrolled in the three-year program.

2.2   WHY HE DID SO ?
The president of Dove World Outreach since 2001, Jones entered the ministry in 1979 while working as a hotel manager in Cape Girardeau, Missouri, according to his deposition. In the 1980s, he said, he and his family moved to Germany, where he led the Christian Church of Cologne. Members of the congregation eventually split with Jones, according to Der Spiegel.
It was while Jones lived overseas , he said in the deposition, that he learned about “the violence that is connected with Islam.”
In his YouTube videos, Jones asserts that “there is no such thing” as moderate Islam , that Islamic law calls for violence, hates Israel and Christians, and that Islamic immigration to the U.S. should be barred.
“They are only coming to this country to take over, to try to enforce, through population growth, through political means, through educational means, to enforce and force their laws, their Islamic laws upon, us,” he says. “In Europe, they have already done it.”
Standing outside Dove World Outreach, he said that with all the media attention, it might not matter whether the Koran event went on or was abandoned.
Pastor Jones has said that his bonfire was intended to send a message to Americans that they need to "stand up" to radical Islamists.

                3.   Reaction of US Govt.

US secretary of state Hillary Clinton called a Florida church’s   

threat to burn copies of the Muslim holy book to mark the ninth anniversary of the 9/11 attacks a “disrespectful, disgraceful act” . This came even as Washington appeared powerless to stop the church from BURNING HUNDREDS OF QURANS despite fears of global repercussions.
Others in the Obama administration weighed in against the proposed burning, including attorney general Eric Holder, who called it IDIOTIC and DANGEROUS. A state department spokesman branded the planned protest 
“un-American” while others officials warned that it could threaten US troops, diplomats and travelers overseas.
In Washington, a broad coalition of religious leaders from evangelical, Roman Catholic, Jewish and Muslim organizations called Jones’s plan a violation of American values. Hillary Clinton condemned the threat to burn the QURAN during her remarks at a state department dinner she hosted in observance of Iftar , the breaking of the daily fast during the Muslim holy month of RAMZAN. 
She said   that, she is heartened by the clear, unequivocal condemnation of this disrespectful, disgraceful act that has come from American religious leaders of all faiths.
Holder met religious leaders to discuss recent attacks on Muslims and mosques around the US. An official who was present confirmed that Holder said the plan to burn the holy book was IDIOTIC.
But despite the condemnation, the US appeared powerless to stop the Florida church from burning hundreds of QURANS on the 9/11 anniversary.

3.1   President Barack Obama’s Word 

Obama acknowledged that he is frustrated

that the government is not able to do much as it is following the law. "It, well it is frustrating. Now, on the other hand, we are a government of laws. And so, we have to abide by those laws. And my understanding is that he can be cited for public burning. But that's the extent of the laws that we have available to us," Obama said.
                                  US President Barack Obama implored a minister to call off his Koran-burning "stunt", saying it would jeopardize US troops abroad. Said Mr Obama: "Look, this is a recruitment bonanza for al-Qaeda. You could have serious violence in places like Pakistan and Afghanistan." The President also said Reverend Jones' plan, if carried out, could serve as an incentive for terrorist-minded individuals "to blow themselves up" to kill others.
His remarks came amid global condemnation of plans of pastor Terry Jones.
President Barack Obama has explained why he dealt so directly with a small Florida church's plan to burn copies of the Koran, and he addressed the concern that his response creates a situation in which any fringe group can grab the attention of the White House and the world by making such threats.
The president made it clear that the burn threat could do "profound damage" to America's national interest.
"The idea that we would burn the sacred text of someone else's religion is contrary to what this country stands for," he said.
He was asked why nine years after 9/11, America seems more uneasy about Islam than ever before. He replied that at a time when the country

was anxious, fears and divisions could surface. He said that one of the things he admired most about former President George W Bush was his insistence that America was not at war with Islam but with killers and terrorists.
He talked of his own Christian faith and said he understood religion could provoke passion, but that America was one nation under God, whatever the name of that God.
Asked directly if he had "elevated" the pastor, he said that he didn't want a situation where anyone in the country who wanted attention could get it by threatening to burn a Koran. But he said as commander in chief of the US military, he had a clear duty to send a message. It is indeed an awkward dilemma, and while the president will be criticised for speaking out, not answering the questions clearly would be unthinkable.

            4.   CANCELLATION
For a few brief hours on Thursday, the peace-loving world thought it could breathe a sigh of relief: The proposed Sept. 11 Quran-burning stunt was seemingly called off by Dove World Outreach Center pastor Terry Jones.

At a hastily called press conference outside his tiny church in Gainesville, Fla., Thursday evening, Jones announced he was canceling the widely condemned plan to incinerate copies of the Muslim holy book, under the impression that the site

of Park51, the proposed Islamic community center near ground zero in lower Manhattan, was being reconsidered.
The cancellation of a small Florida church's plans to burn Korans was not a result of government intervention. Nor was it the product of a legal challenge.
Pastor Terry Jones claimed the issue was resolved through private negotiation with a New York imam, amid talk of repercussions for US troops abroad.
At a press conference this morning, Jones said he had canceled what he advertised as International Burn a Koran Day, repeating comments he made Thursday after meeting with Muhammad Musri, an imam and president of the Islamic Society of Central Florida, based in Orlando. At a televised news conference on the front lawn of Dove World Outreach on Thursday, Jones had said he made the decision after he received “a sign from God” in the form of an assurance from Musri that the Islamic center to be established near the World Trade Center site in New York would be relocated.
4.1   Cancelling The Cancellation
For a few brief hours on Thursday, the peace-loving world thought it could breathe a sigh of relief: The proposed Sept. 11 Quran-burning stunt was seemingly called off by Dove World Outreach Center pastor Terry Jones.

At a hastily called press conference outside his tiny church in Gainesville, Fla., Thursday evening, Jones announced he was canceling the widely condemned plan to incinerate copies of the Muslim holy book, under the impression that the site of Park51, the proposed Islamic community center near ground zero in lower

Manhattan, was being reconsidered.

But shortly after his announcement, the community center's spokesmen unequivocally denied any such deal had been brokered. Jones reacted sourly, canceling the cancellation, saying the Quran burning was instead "on hold" and telling reporters he had been "clearly, clearly lied to" by someone who claimed to have set up a deal with Park51. 

While details of the whole messy arrangement are still forthcoming, one thing is certain: The would-be deal-maker, the one Jones accuses of lying to him, was one Imam Muhammad Musri, director of the Islamic Society of Central Florida, who met with Jones earlier in the week in an attempt to change his mind. During the Thursday press conference, he stood beside the Christian pastor and affirmed his commitment to continuing the interfaith dialogue in a constructive and peaceable fashion. Where he stands now is anyone's guess.

And so as the Park51 camp continues to insist that its community center is staying put (despite a late-breaking attempt by Donald Trump to buy the site), Surge Desk takes a closer look at the hero, or great deceiver, of the Quran-burning drama: Imam Muhammad Musri:

5.   Why US government could not   have stopped the Quran bonfire ?

The cancellation of a small Florida church's plans to burn Qurans was not a result of government intervention. Nor was it the product of a legal challenge.
Pastor Terry Jones claimed the issue was resolved through private negotiation with a New York imam, amid talk of repercussions for US troops abroad.
In

fact, there was little the federal government could do but watch - the US constitution rendered it almost powerless to stop the bonfire.
The United States stands apart from many other Western democracies in priding itself on a near absolute commitment to allowing freedom of speech.
It is enshrined in the First Amendment to the US constitution, alongside the right to free exercise of religion.
"Congress shall make no law… abridging the freedom of speech, or of the press; or the right of the people peaceably to assemble," the relevant passage says.
Deeply ingrained in the American psyche, these rights are seen almost as a matter of national identity.
The courts have decided that speech encompasses a wide array of non-verbal actions intended to communicate a message. That means symbolic acts, such as the burning of a cross or Bible, are protected under the free speech clause.
"Generally the first amendment protects offensive, repugnant and even hateful speech," says David Hudson, a scholar at the First Amendment Center in Washington DC.
Even with respect to one of our most sacred symbols - the American flag - burning is lawful," says Mr. Zick.
Such protections exist only up to a point. When speech crosses the line into threats which may directly incite violence or lawlessness, the First Amendment no longer applies.
Mr. Hudson stresses that for legal purposes a threat must be imminent. "You have to show the immediacy of harm," he says.

                                    CONCLUSION

Almost half of the world is aware of

9/11 attack and the rumours of conspiracy related to it. But still after knowing this thing, that 9/11 might be a conspiracy against Afghanistan , this Pastor, Terry Jones gave the statement for burning copies of Quran and that too on the eve of 9/11.
