1. Read the materials listed on for Week One. 
2. Register in Online Practice

a. Define the business research and its purpose. 
b. Explain the business problem(s) under investigation. 
c. Describe the data collection method(s) used in the research project. 
d. What did the researchers conclude as a result of their research? 
Be prepared to discuss your synopsis in class.
