The existence of Spa centers in Dar es Salaam increase the competitions in the industry hence these centers try to offer similar services that Malaika will offer. However Malaika will have a variety of services that will be offered under one roof and this is the uniqueness of Malaika’s services that will differentiate it from other service providers.
