Establishing a Web Presence for Myself
I am absolutely an aficionado. As long as time and money permits, I always strive to go to some travel destination for my own adventure. Except Canada and China, I also have ever been to Malaysia, Thailand, Singapore, Hong Kong, Korea and etc. although these places mostly are in Asian area due to my limited travel budget, various things and activities occurred during my travel largely grow my experience and open my horizon. As a result of experience of travel, I hope that I could establish a web presence for myself to pass on my experiences and feeling during my travel in those places to the world.

In my web presence, I will upload some tourism videos that I made them when I ever traveled to those places. Through these tourism videos, I could introduce lots of special tourism products in those places, such as shopping, activities, general travel information, attractions, restaurants/ catering, transportation, accommodation, and travel tips. For example, I could provide a series of travelogues on my web presence about lots of specific information of winter travel activities in Korea (including ski packages, mountain resorts and outdoor activities. I also could make several 30-second video clips that are designed in order to attract and motivate my webs visitors who are paying more attention to these places.

For example, among all of places I every traveled in the world, Pulau Tiga is my favorite travel destination. Although it owns perfect natural diving environment, volcanic mud bathing place and other pretty and calmness natural sceneries, Pulau Tiga Island was only well-known by Malay people and certain tourists who live in Eastern-North Asia before. However, when the 1st season of the CBSs reality TV show Survivor in 2001 selected Pulau Tiga Island as its location to perform in the US and other countries, the island really began being known broadly by the international tourists. So, the majority of the tourists always call it Survivor Island. So, I also am one of survivors in the world. This tourism video, which length is nearly 2 minutes, will be uploaded to the my web presence about lots of specific information of Survivor Islands travel activities (including diving, mountaineering, fishing, bathing volcanic mud, sailing and other outdoor activities). Moreover, the accommodation condition, facilities, food & beverage and recreations of the island resort in the Survivor Island are also introduced to the tourists.

In my web presence, I will try to promote my travel places based on the languages. In my tourism videos, the target visitors are positioned in the most of English-spoken areas. Because English is most broadly used in lots of countries, and lots of countries (such as India, Singapore and Malaysia) are also deeply influenced by the Colonel Period of the British, so mostly of these countries tourist can understand English very well.

Furthermore, if I could be given enough IT technological support, I will provide a language switch on its home page to give different countries tourists more options on their language so as to meet the needs of tourists from different countries and regions (including Japan, Spain, Germany, China, the United Kingdom, Belgium, the US, France, Scandinavia and Czech Republic). Moreover, as long as technic permits, I also will make my tourism videos with demonstration in local language or in English with subtitle. And, in my web presence, my webs visitors could find two questions that need to be answer before they look into the detailed information they are interested in. The first question What is your language? is to help various visitors to choose their countries language in order to facilitate their view my web presence. The second question Where are you traveling from? is to investigate some information about the visitors who are focusing on the tourism about my traveled places. When the visitors finish answering these two questions, then they have access to glance down the all the information about my travel experience and related tourism videos, which are customized accordingly based on their options of the answers, in their familiar language.
Save the World
Lots of things from our surrounding could be improved, e.g. leaser television and web site. The convergence process, which characterizes the multimedia society and leads towards the information age, has made ready for a great transformation of the television business, through widening the boundaries. When laser televisions technology comes to our life, there are lots of issues in which it is much different with all existing television technologies. Although, comparing with those traditional color televisions, laser television enjoys a large number of advantages, such as capability to display 90 percent of the visible spectrums and more cost effective TV, it still has some disadvantages that need to be improved in future. Currently, the laser technology applied in the laser television area is quite expensive for most customers. This is because laser TVs cannot be produced broadly at a large number. So, in future laser technology needs to further be improved so as to reduce the costs of laser technology. Thus, the majority of customer could be afford for laser TVs. Moreover, when people watch laser TV, the lasers are likely to damage their eyes. Thus, in future laser technology should try to minimize the damages for human health, particular to protect children and pregnant women. Thus, laser television should be shaped by lots of driving factors, such as the progress of personal and interactive television solutions, the application of web-based TV, the development of streaming video and broadband technologies and the diffusion of new alternative access technology. With new audio-visual contents, laser television should be seen as an online audio-visual content having a quality close to a VHS tape. For example, in future interactive laser television should be associated with those services or applications，which can be available through a link in the TV programs, permitting the users to interact with the TV programs.

And the usability of our website also needs to be improved. No matter how good the design of the website is, if it is difficult to reach its contents of the website, thus this website would become useless like an empty shell. So, the usability of the website should be improved to make sure that the website must serve its functions effectively. The website should ensure that the typography of sites contents is appropriate. For example, in the website, the font size of site text must be large, clear enough to ensure that every visitor could read it more easily. Although the text may be looked tidy and neat while some people design their website using 10-pixel-tall in Verdana front, their visitors have to pay more attention to read actual contents which leads their eyes to strain. In addition, the website designers should make their sites easy for their visitors to seek for some contents that they expect on these websites. If a website is placed a large number of articles, videos or pictures and some visitors expect to seek one single article (video or picture) from this website, the site designer must offer a feasible, accessible approach to make sure that those visitors could achieve their goals without obstacles. Thus, some website techniques should be used, such as article (video or picture) index or a glossary or database search engine. As a result of these techniques used, the visitors would be able to use the website more easily. Moreover, the site designers must make sure that the website could load fast enough if they expect to continue to maintain their visitor groups. Because lots of web users are likely to leave a site when such website fails to fully load in several seconds, thus the website has to provide effective and efficient delivery to their visitors as soon as possible to continually maintain their focus. Furthermore, the site designer should ensure testing all links on the website before visitors come to use the site. If their visitors come and fail to get links on the website, this would very effective in tarnishing the good, professional image of the website. Thus, these visitors are likely to lose their attention and then transfer their focus to other sites.
Medium is NOT the Message
The Medium is the Message is a maxim provided by Marshall McLuhan. That is to say, the medium could be embedded in the message, generating the symbiotic relationships that the medium has an effect on how to perceive message. The medium of language and lots of types of literacies enjoy capacities to expand peoples thought form within their mind out to others mind. However, according to Wilsons study about media users who have a large range of meaning—constructing responses, these media users respond in different ways to the same message that is the response, which is evoked by the signals and media carry. Thus, the message is not even the stimulus that evokes a range of responses. 

A great change is taking place in the media industry because of the occurrence of social media. Firms, which just found in recent ten years, have occupied great share of the attention economy. Driving the changes in customer behavior could reflect the emergence of social media as the approaches of content production. However, social media just began in recent years with web-based personal communication instruments, thus since this time, system has been established to support more subtle and wider social interaction. Thus, this has been reached mainly through introducing a range of new creative formats, which could make it more easily for people to explain the information about themselves (e.g. check-ins or status updates) and by a new distribution model, which could ensure that personal information can be shared more effectively among individuals. So, the ascent of social media has resulted in the internet-related experience based more upon individuals rather than more on papers. Compared with the thesis of McLuhan, as a result of this, the media could not be seen as the message. The performance of images and words and their detailed meanings within the contexts have been largely boosted. In the increasingly real-time environments, contents provide ways to identify while conventional contextual analysis provides ways to dynamic social interaction.

The medium is not the message. This is why the growth of social network is quite similar with the growth of on-line identity systems, and why there is less discussion about social media without the discussion of identity. In the continually expanding world of international communications, a great deal of new media, such as mobile phone and the internet, emerge to link for the transmissions the picture, voice and text, and literally the world of new participants managing the predominant ‘mainstream media. However, for all of those, contents still are matters. Thus, the majority of the media have capabilities to transmit the variety of information and data. Hence, what is critical would be how the practitioners and owners of communication media define, select, refine and shape their outputs. That is to say, in our world, where the information could be seen as critical, the value of these deciders would inform people their social, economic and political future, and will try to identify whether people enjoy a gradually adversarial, fractured planet or an inter-connected, shrinking one.
