Selecting the Image menu

Creating Thumbnail Images: - A thumbnail is basically a small image that is linked to a larger image. Creating a thumbnail is easy.
creation: - the steps that are used to resize our image. we need two images with different names . Then open photoshop and insert the thumbnail (the small image) into a table by selecting the Image menu and clicking Insert. Once the image is inserted, click on the image so that it is active. When the image is active, the Source field "Src" should contain the name of our thumbnail image. In the link field of the Properties palette, select the larger image by clicking the folder to the right of the field and selecting the name of larger image file. You may need to navigate to locate the image. The Link field should contain the name of the larger image. You have now linked the larger image to the thumbnail. When you view your webpage in a browser and click on the thumbnail, it will display the larger image. Try it by clicking on the thumbnail below

Adding layers to an Images:- When you first open an image in Photoshop, the primary layer is a background layer. You can add additional layers to the document. Layers allow you add specific elements to your image without affecting the information contained on the other layers. Each layer is essentially superimposed over the other and can be modified on an individual layer basis. To add a new layer, click on the layer icon located at the bottom of the layers palette. The new layer will be added. At this point there is nothing on the new layer. Always rename your layers to indicate what is on the layer. To rename a layer, double click where it says "Layer 1" in the layers palette. The following box will appear and you can type in the new name.

adding text to images:- we can manipulate our image by adding some text in our image.

Firstly rename our new layer and Make sure that the text layer is the active layers by selecting it, then select the text tool. Click on the image to activate. The following text box will appear. And then enter your text in the dialog box and then ok.

Color Management: - Select the part of the image you wish to change. There are different ways to select parts of the image. Select the magic wand tool and click the part of the image you want to change. Select the paint bucket tool then go to the color palette and select the color you want to use. Notice when you pick the color the eye dropper tool appears. After this, Place the paint bucket tool over the selected area and click to change the color. And the color will be changed.
Q6. How can you jump to any recent state of an image? Can you record different actions applied on an image. If yes,How?
ANSWER: - We can jump to any recent state of an image with the help of history palette.

This palette tells about the history of that tool which are used by us .By deleting the history of that tool we can jump from one state to another.

Suppose we want to record an action

which is applied on an image, then we

do this with the help of action palette.

How to create a new action:
1. Open a file.

2. Choose New Action from the Actions palette menu.

3. Enter a name for the action.

4. Choose a set from the pop-up menu.

5. If desired, set one or both of the following options:
· Assign a keyboard shortcut to the action. Youcan choose any combination of a Function key, the Ctrl key or Command key and the Shift key with these exceptions.

· Assign a color for display in ButtonMode.
1. Click Record. The Record button in the Actions palette turns red.

2. Choose the commands, and perform the operations you want to record.

3. To stop recording, click the Stop button, choose Stop Recording from the Actions palette menu, orpress the Escape key. To resume recording in the same action, choose Start Recording from the Actions palette menu.
