Royal egyptian
I am the general in his majesties royal Egyptian army; I was assigned to control the first division next to his Hines the son of Amun.

In this period his hines tuthmose iii will be crowned the king of Egypt instead of her hines the doughter of Amun hetsepsut.

After my king has been crowned king of Egypt a messenger comes and delevers news that magiddo has been taken by rebels from Syria. My king then hurries and gives word to assemble the army as we will go straight to Megiddo and defeat those rebels.
