Piracy and bootlegging
        Piracy is hijacking or taking a ship or plane away from the control of the owners. Piracy is also taking someone's words or ideas as if they were your own. Piracy is the unauthorized use of material that is covered by copyright law and selling the material as yours is called piracy.

"Robbery committed at sea.

        International authorities are forcing Pakistani authorities to take action against piracy and copyright violations.

"Ameed Riaz - an enterprising young man from Karachi - bought EMI Pakistan from its parent company in England back in 1993, he probably had visions of becoming the country's music guru. Not without reason. With exclusive rights to over 150,000 songs and other compilations, EMI Pakistan is the largest music archive in Pakistan. But within two years, Mr Riaz was forced to shut down and seek an alternative living. 'Everything is pirated here, from software to audio to video, nothing escapes the pirates' "cutlass.""[2]
        Over the last few years Pakistan becomes a global hub of video and audio piracy. International piracy watchdogs rank Pakistan in the world's top 10 pirate nations. The International authorities say Pakistan will continue to climb the piracy charts unless actions are taken to put an end to illegal copying.

"In a surprise raid in Karachi last week, Pakistan's Federal Investigation Agency (FIA) recovered over 100,000 DVD copies of Indian movies and twice as many blank CDs from an illegal replication plant. The facility was sealed and the owner and manager of the plant taken into custody. But industry insiders remain deeply cynical regarding the prospects of such action becoming more common place or effective in the foreseeable future. At best, they say, pirated English movies may start drying up over a period of time but there is no chance of a similar fate being in store for Indian movies."[3]
        Piracy and Copyright violation has become a curseeating up valuable revenue for the developers in the developing countries. Countries like Pakistan, India, China, Malaysia, Bangladesh etc are the countries where piracy is at the most. Despite having big population, Software developers are not concentrating on these potential markets, these markets can be a big source of revenue if they utilize them properly, and some efforts are invested in eroding software piracy.

"Microsoft though has just started to focus on the Pakistani market, and as such they had jointly organized training session for Federal Investigation Agency to increase the awareness of Copy Right Infringement. It's a good initiative, but unless and until copyright infringement is not given serious consideration on the Legal front, not much is going to change."[4]
        The Asia-Pacific, Middle East and Indian subcontinent, are the countries where piracy is at the most. Piracy was controlled a lot in Thailand, Indonesia, Korea and China but after the economic crises it is at the most .Book piracy on the internet will ultimately drive authors to stop writing unless radical methods are devised to compensate them for lost sales. Book piracy is one of the reasons publishers and authors give when asked why they don't produce e-books. I've been told by several publishers that they feel that printing books on paper is the only real deterrent to illegal copying. But if we look at the prices of the books they are almost same as that of the printed books or a little bit lesser. But as either the authors did not create e-books but people create e-books by scanning the book.

On the other hand the books which are available on the websites for download for some price someone buy take it take it from friends or any other source and upload them on torrents, rapid share, mega upload etc. if you want the book just type the name of the book and then just e.g. write rapid share on Google and Google shows you the websites just simple go to the website and wait for a minute and now you can easily download it and as you are using a pirated book no one can know either you are in Pakistan or you are in Germany.         Pirated products have a billion rupee market in Pakistan with the highest rate of 70 per cent piracy in books and 30 to 35 per cent in consumer items, organizations dealing with infringement of Intellectual Property Rights revealed this week. The main areas of counterfeiting and piracy are consumer items, electronics, chemicals, paints, stationery, books, movies and CDs, engineering items and hi-tech products

Bootlegging is to produce, transport, or sell (alcoholic liquor) for sale illegally.

It is also to make, sell without permission or illegally:

Any product that is illegally produced, sold, or transported, without registration or payment of taxes.

Bootleg refers to the illegal distribution or selling of any material or good. By the 1930's these activities had become one of the largest illegimate industries in America."[6]
