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Human Cloning
"Cloning represents a very clear, powerful, and immediate example in which we are in danger of turning procreation into manufacture." - Leo Krass, a strong opponent of human cloning. Many of you have for sure seen movies that include the cloning of animals, objects, materials, and even perhaps humans. For example in Jurassic Park, where they genetically clone the dinosaurs from the DNA they get from the mosquito and you can't forget, Star Wars: The Clone Wars. All in all cloning is something many of you have seen in movies and so on, but what you don't know is immoral, unethical things, and even dangerous things to it. Cause, imagine you being a clone of somebody else, how would you feel?

Human cloning is something that should not be done because it is unethical and would be very risky. Human cloning is an enormously troubling development in biotechnology. It is unethical in itself and dangerous as a model. The possible creation of a human being through cloning raises many ethical concerns. It comprise of unethical experimentation on a child-to-be, subjecting him or her to lots of risks of bodily and developmental abnormalities. It threatens human individuality and uniqueness, deliberately weighing down the clone with the genetic makeup of a person who has already lived. It risks making women's bodies a commodity, with women being paid to undergo risky drug treatment so they will produce the many eggs that are needed for cloning. It is also a giant step toward a society in which life is created for convenience, human beings are grown for spare body parts, and children are engineered to fit eugenic specification. Like the quote stated at the beginning of the first paragraph, if we start to clone anything, we are in danger of creating nothing natural and everything artificial.

The cloning of humans is also very risky. As many of you probably know or forgot of in, 1996, Dolly the sheep was born. She was the first animal cloned from the DNA derived from an adult sheep rather than using DNA from an embryo. Although Dolly seems healthy enough, there were questions over whether she would age more quickly than a normal sheep. She died in February 2003 having been diagnosed with a progressive lung disease. Dolly was the only sheep out of 277 attempts that made it to a live birth. Who would accept those odds when experimenting with human babies? Now imagine if we made a baby clone, it must have gone through hundredths of attempts to get it to finally work and that means that many embryos were destroyed in this trial and error test. Thus many doctors consider the risks of human cloning to be very great."To subject human beings to cloning is not taking an unknown risk, it's knowingly harming people," Kilner said. Most scientists agree with this. The vast majority of attempts on cloning an animal have led to deformed embryos or miscarriages once implanted. Most scientists argue that the few cloned animals which are born suffer from deformities which are undetectable by scans and tests in the womb, for example strange defects to the lining of the lungs.

Yet with all the unethical and risk of cloning a human being, there is something's that could be gained positively from cloning. In this case reproductive cloning would be best discussed. Parents may want to use reproductive cloning as a method to deal with infertility. For these potential parents, reproductive cloning would be an additional form of assisted reproductive technology. Also cloning can be done to grow specific organs also, but its success rate is extremely low. But others may wish to produce a child by cloning for reasons that address their own selfish needs and desires. In such cases the future child's welfare and interests are afterthoughts, at best. They can clone a human just for their needs, for example if a family wanted a successful businessman all they would do would be to pay the cash and traits of successful businessman would be put into the DNA. Another example would be that parents may wish to use the cloning process to create a child who is a replica of one of their current children. The living child may be talented, beautiful, athletic, and intelligent and the parents want to ensure their next child will be exactly like the one they already have.

All in all the cloning of humans is a great issue debated in this world. Yet many scientist, philosophers, government officials, scholars, and ordinary people insist that human cloning should not be done because it is unethical, immoral, and very risky.
