Healthcare is once again top of the political agenda in the united state and the controversial bill which would provide insurance to over 30 million Americans who currently lack it. A sweeping overhaul to the proposed legislation has been finalized and congress is set to vote. President Obama outlined what he believes is a strong financial argument for the bill.

"This morning a new analysis from the congressional budget office confirms that the reforms we seek would bring $ 1.3 trillion dollars in deficit reduction over the next two decades. That makes this legislation the most significant effort to reduce deficits since the balanced budget Act in the 1990s."

In congress, the healthcare bill has faced solid republic opposition and the vote on Sunday is expected to be close. More than 30 people rallied Thursday in front of the Terre Haute office of United States with one message 'vote no on a healthcare bill.' Ellsworth remained undecided on Thursday on how to vote on the healthcare bill.

"The details of the final bill and the congressional budget office analysis on the costs and savings to Hoosier taxpayers were just released. I am still carefully reading them. I am looking to see whether it meet my principles for reforms. It has to lower costs, provide more choices to consumers, cover pre-existing conditions and not add one penny to the deficit," says the congressman.

"As I have said from the very beginning, I will support a bill if I believe it would result in federal funding for abortions. I am looking carefully to the current language in the bill to ensure it meets my pro-life principle and will continue to work to ensure pro-life concerns are addressed, "says Ellsworth.

Catholics united in a release Thursday said taxpayer funding of abortion is expressly prohibited in the pending healthcare legislation and that the bill has earned the support of a broad swath of the catholic community."As a pro-life catholic, I call on Congressman Ellsworth to do what is best for Hoosier and support reforms," says Sister Sharon Dillon, a south bend Franciscan sister. The reform bill before the house will save lives, support families and uphold existing laws which prevent taxpayer dollars from being used to pay for abortions"

According to Chris Korzen, executive director of the pro-life Catholic united, "it is absolutely essential that our leaders and their constituents are fully informed about how this bill will protect our hard working families"

House democrats plan to vote Sunday on a $ 940 billion, 10 year healthcare plan that would provide coverage to 32 million people now uninsured through a combination of tax credit for middle-class households and an expansion of the Medicaid program for low income people. Release of the legislation on Thursday set the stage for a house vote on Sunday and democrats have already signaled they plan to go it alone without republican support. The G.O.P has steadfastly opposed president Obamas plan for the outset.

According to Jerry Hodge, a resident of Kingman and a marine vet from the Vietnam war, had a handmade sign attached to the back of his electric wheelchair which read" ELLSWORTH-if you vote yes, you can collect unemployment next year."

The government will be in charge of all student loans. It is all about control and that is what they want the healthcare bill for and I think the American people have clearly stoop up and said they don't want this, says Westell.
