Human cloning is no longer a dream in the wake of the birth of the first cloned sheep, Dolly, in 1996. On the basis of such precious scientific discoveries, scientists are able to explore more ways to combat the diseases above afflicting millions of innocent people and save their lives. Furthermore, According to many scientists’ statements, the ageing process could be hindered if human cloning proceeded successfully. This means a 50-year-old man could look like an active youngster aged 25 with no any wrinkle on his face, and the impractical dream of extending the average lifespan of humanity to 120 years could ultimately become reality.
