India the most listed countried involved in terrorism
India is amongst one of the listed countries that are involved in terrorism in the world. This statement has been confirmed by “The U.S. State Department's 2007Country Report on Terrorism, which was released in April 2008”. Stated that in 2007, extremists and terrorist killed far more that 2,300 of India citizens (Malik 2001). Being among the one of the world’s most culturally and religiously country, they have had numerous encounter with nationalist and rebel activities for past 30 years, this include the Sikh uprising in the year 1980 in Punjab, and in 1989 till date there has also been a Mus​lim nationalist activities in Kashmir and Jammu state, and numerous eth​nic nationalist activities in the North of the country. According to Ramana (2008). One other encounter that the government of India is faced with now is that of the “Maoist and Naxalite” which has increased in the east​ern and central states in India.
2.1. Terrorism
The perception of terrorism is one of the most uncertain terms in the face of the society. It has always been difficult in defining terrorism of which this has been scrutinised broadly.

The act of recurring action vehemently with an inspired anxiety can be defined as terrorism. This act is carried out by group of undercover individual mostly inspire by political motives. However, when they are executing their violent act sometimes their direct objectives are not necessarily achieved rather they chose to involved innocent people in making sure that their mission is not wasted. Furthermore, they decide to choose their victim at random or select from the large population.

According to Weinberg et al. (2004) cited in Spencer (2006 p.3) “in their most recent study came to a conclusion that terrorism is a politically motivated tactic involving the threat or use of force or violence in which the pursuit of publicity plays a significant role.” Many scholars and government body have argued that terrorism is not what it used to be, it has taken an entirely new dimension. This group of people have come out with a new way of terrorising their target and the world at large, they have involve in using different tactics in achieving their dastardly act when compare to the previous ways they use in executing their deed in the mid-twenties century.
Mumbai Attack
Mumbai is the capital and largest city in India; it has a population of 13million people. This city was previously called Bombay and it is the financial hub of the country. Mumbai had a recorded terrorist nightmare of which the whole city was exploded; there were opened gun fire on people in the street, hospitals, airport and railway station; during this attack there were at least 100 people killed and 500 injured. It was ascertain that Oberoi and Taj Mahal Palace hotels are the two luxurious hotels that were been bombed. The terrorist were believed to have entered Mumbai by sea; it was believed that the attack on Mumbai was an unprecedented and different from previous terror attack by Islamic terrorist. The Pakistanis has always been accused of any terrorist attack in India; they are believed to be the pivot of all jihadi activities in South Asian. Figure 1 depicts one of the terrorist attack in New Delhi parliament house in 2001 where 7 people were killed and 18 injured before the terrorist now killed themselves; it was recorded that there no elected official harmed ( The New York Times, 2001). According to ‘’The New York times’’ It further stated that a group of five armed gun men were able to gain assess into the building by disguising themselves as an ambassadors. The security guards on noticing this quickly closed the parliament doors before the terrorist could gain assess into it. This left the terrorist strangled because there mission has been thwarted by the intelligence of the India security Guards. There were about a half hour gun battle outside of which eventually four were killed and the fifth that has explosive all over him ignited himself and explored. According to the paper no terrorist group took responsibility of the Delhi attack. However, Al Qaeda group and the Islamic militant group base in Pakistan was the prime suspect of the attack.

A brazen attack inside India's parliament complex 
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Figure 2 above depicts the control of India commandoes over the Taj Mahal Palace and Towel the hiding place of a terrorist group in Mumbai; the battle left 5 terrorist dead and part of the hotel in flame (The New York Times 2008). The terrorist were believed to be in early 20s, and citizen of Pakistan. According to Rabasa et al. (2009) pointed out that the terrorist were able to gain assess and manoeuvre through the India security with the help of India nationalists; who equally helped in positioning supplies that were used for the attack. During the 2008 Mumbai attack, 172 people were killed and it has been recorded to be compared to the terrorist attack on September 11th 2001; and it called the “India 9/11. This attack was not the first of such in Mumbai; there has been numerous terrorist attacks- example is that of Mumbai training bombing in July 2006; were 209 deaths were recorded. There were evidence about these attack that the “Lashkar-e-Taila” a Pakistan based terrorist group; were believe to be responsible for the attack ( Rabasa et al. 2009).

It was ascertain that the terrorist came heavily prepared; they carried an automatic AK-56 riffle, Heckler and Kosh MP5 machine guns, 9-mm pistol and hand grenades; ( Rabasa et al. 2009). They were able to find their way through with the help of highly mobile equipment. According to Rabasa et al. (2009) these tactics used by the terrorist attacker was seen as an unprecedented tactics that has never been used before in the history of suicide bombing/ terrorist group. The Mumbai 2008 terrorist attack was believed to have been a more complex and multipart operation; they move so swiftly in group from one point of their target to another; with these they were able to sow confusion in the environment and at the same time detonating the explosive device ( Kronstadt 2008).
Political of India
26th November,2008.One of the most tragic days in the history of the commercial capital of India ,Mumbai.This days was even more distressing than someone ‘s worst nightmare .In forty eight hours,over two hundred innocent persons ,around twelfth police officers and 3 of this city’s best officers lost their lives just because some inconsiderate people

The parties,insteas of blaming each other should help each other to solve this crisis,

The concept of terrorism ,as you know, is not new to India and is not going to go unless it is foght against. For example , in 1993in Bombay the stock Expanse building, a five star hotel and the Air India HQ were blown up. Indian intelligence found out that it was loaned by Pakistan s. Although upon appealing to the UN, nothing was done. Another example which is the most recent assault,was two years ago when an Indian Airline jet WAS HIJACKED by Pakistanis and they took it to Afganistan,Kandahar.Two people was killed and the rest of the hostages were freed. So it is clear t that if America do totally eliminate the Taliban regime ,then India will generally be free of terrorism and will be able to make important progress as ar sensitive issues such as Kashmir go.

It is really a blessing in disguise that Pakistan has extended all support to the US and has denied India the opportunity to ally with the US in its Afghanistan adventure. India ass result of this now finds itself in a happy position where Pakistan and Afghanistan have to –between themselves- do the dirty work and clear up terrorist networks.

The fact of the matter is that India also want to tackle international terrorism but there can be no convenient definitionof’global terorism’Osama Binladen has been trained by the CIA,also does a war on terrorism mean that the US will stop supplying

Indian terrorism experts and government offi​cials progressively recognize that disaffection among Indian Muslim groups is contributing to the problem of home-grown terrorism. (Virtually all reports about the November 2008 attacks in Mumbai indicated that they were not generated in the Indian Muslim community.) They have further noted that increased prosperity in the country has not necessarily led to increased integration among various religious communities. Indian Finance Minister Palaniappan Chidambaram recently said that "the divide between Hindus and Muslims is taking new and dangerous forms" and noted a grow​ing sense of alienation among India's Muslims.[16]

Perpetrators of some of the recent terrorist attacks were apparently motivated by speeches that focused on perceived wrongs against the Muslim community in India, such as the demolition of the Babri Mosque by Hindu zealots in 1992 and com​munal riots in Gujarat in 2002 that led to the killing of at least 1,000 Muslims.[17] Muslims account for nearly 150 million of India's 1.1 billion people. While a minority in India, the Muslim community is the world's third largest, after those in Indonesia and Pakistan.

U.S.-Indian counterterrorism cooperation has extended considerably in new years, particularly since 9/11. The U.S. and India had already launched a formal Counterterrorism Joint Working Group (CTJWG) in 2000 that meets one or two times a year, although the two countries cooperated informally before 2000. India's success in combat​ing Sikh terrorism in the 1980s and 1990s stemmed in part from intelligence shared by the U.S. and other countries as well as a U.S. law signed in 1996 that barred fundraising in the U.S. by the Indian Sikh separatist groups Babbar Khalsa and Khalistani Liberation Front.[20]

Through the CTJWG mechanism, India and the U.S. have exchanged information, training material, and methods related to interrupting terrorist finan​cial networks, institutional and law enforcement steps to strengthen homeland security, border man​agement and surveillance techniques, aviation secu​rity, and disaster management in the event of a terrorist incident involving weapons of mass destruction.[21] The two sides also launched a Joint Initiative on Cyberterrorism in 2001, held joint counterterrorism exercises, and discussed countert​errorism equipment issues within the Defense Pol​icy Working Group
