After the fall of former Soviet Union and communism a massive privatization was experienced. About 75000 large and medium enterprises were privatized of estimated worth of $ 735 Billion (US $). The Telecommunication in all over the world undergoes through dramatic reforms till 1980s. Developed countries start state-owned firms to privatize because of which a slow competition starts in telecom sector. 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Privatization and Telecommunication Re-Regulation

Privatization
When government owned assets are sold on Private agent or on indivdual is known as Privatization (Megginson and Netter, 2001). According to Boubakri,et al. the state-owned Assets when sold in private sector is called privatization. And it is used as global trend and the main objective of privatization is to reduce the responsibility of government and another objective is to creating opportunity for the private sector (Cosset,Boubakri, and Guedhami, 2009).
Privatization Trends
In the last few decades privatization has grown too much in Value and numbers. In the beginning of 1980s the ratio of privatization was too low because government of countries in all over the world has no idea about privatization. But in later 1990s the ratio of privatization increases and privatization got momentum. The estimated amont was about $850 Billion(US $). This process was seen more in developed countries (Kikeri, et al., 2002).

In this regard there was twenty eight tranactions were reported in 1988. But when privatization got momentum in mid 1990s the transaction reached to 1000 per anum and the worthwas about $70 billion(US $). In developed countries privatization was 1st initiated in Latin America, with a value about $20 billion(US $). Up to date about 75% of Caribion and latin America has adopted this process as their economic policy.

From 1991 the east asian countries start privatization as their main economic policy. China, Malaysia, Indonesia and Thailand are the main countries those who adopted privatization. In Africa and Middle East was according to ecpectation. In Africa till 1997 the worth was about $2.5(US $) billion because of privatization.While in Middle East it was not adopted because of their tradisional Monarchy. In South Asian Region privatization was not that comprhensive because they were more sensitive and conservative about their traditional public system. The worth of privatization declines in 1993 as compare to 1992, but as compare to other countries india remains on the top in this region (Sader,1995).

Infrastructure Sector is the main chunk of this Phenomenon. While in the contect of privatization the the main dominated sector is telecommunication. The below table will explain sector wise privatizzation.

As private sector plays an important role in economic gains and poverty alleviation, if

privatization is implemented in its true forms than its contributions to efficiency, growth and investment are overwhelming (Kikeri, et al., 1992).
