3 Types of Miracles () = Definitions from the sources
Nature: This is a miracle of which when the incident defines the laws of nature. It's an effect or extraordinary event in the physical world that surpasses all known human or natural powers and is ascribed to a supernatural cause.

Healing: This is a miracle of which when somebody was healed from something which is more of less impossible to heal.

Exorcism: This is a miracle of which when somebody comes to send away the ghost's within the house of person.
